ABOUT THIS CASE:

Jean, age 78, had talked to her sister on the phone at 12:30 pm on
December 26, 1985. When her sister arrived at her home at

4940 W. 5182 S. in Salt Lake City, UT a half-an-hour later she found

Jean had died from blunt-force trauma and penetrating stab wounds.
There were no signs of forced entry. However, robbery may have
been a motive in the homicide.

Her stolen vehicle was recovered two days later behind a dumpster in
the parking lot of Jose’s Café located at 185 S. 900 E. The car was a
74 Chevy Malibu Classic, 2 door, white over light blue.
